A.  CALL TO ORDER 
 

The September 3, 2002, meeting of the DeSoto County Board of Supervisors was called to 
order by Supervisor Jessie Medlin, Board President. 

 
 Chief Deputy Charlie Brown of the DeSoto County Sheriff’s Department was present and 

did open the DeSoto County Board of Supervisors meeting in a regular session to hear any 
and all business to come before the Board.  The following were present:

B. INVOCATION 
 
 Supervisor John Caldwell presented the invocation. 
 
C. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE  
 
D. APPROVAL OF AUGUST MINUTES 
 

The official minutes of the Board of Supervisors were read for the month of August 2002, 
pursuant to Section 19-3-27 of the Mississippi Code of 1972, Annotated.  Supervisor John 
Caldwell made the motion and Supervisor Tommy Lewis seconded the motion to approve the 
minutes of the Board of Supervisors, with clarifications made by the Supervisors, for the month 
of August 2002. The motion passed by a unanimous vote. 

 
E. PUBLIC HEARING – FOR COUNTY BUDGET FY03 
 

In accordance with the Mississippi Code, County Administrator David Armstrong said the 
County was required to place two advertisements regarding the County Budget for 2002.  
David Armstrong said the advertisements were placed for the public hearing to be held on 
September 3, 2002, at 9:00 A.M.  Supervisor John Caldwell made a motion and Supervisor 
Eugene Thach seconded the motion to open the public hearing on the subject of the County 
Budget period of October 1, 2002 through September 30, 2003.  The motion passed by a 
unanimous vote. 
 
Supervisor Jessie Medlin called for anyone wishing to discuss the County Budget for 2003, 
to come forward.  No one came forward. 
 
 

ITEM E, CONTINUED, 
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Mr. Armstrong said that this Board of Supervisors has done capitol projects with no tax 
increase and no millage increase since 1993 and they deserve to be commended.  Mr. 
Armstrong said he would like to thank Comptroller Joyce Riales and her staff for all the  
hours and help they have given to this budget process.  Mr. Armstrong said he is pleased to 
report a balanced budget with no increase in taxes.  Mr. Armstrong said he would like to 
thank Sheriff Riley for everything he has done and his cooperation while working with the 
budget.  Mr. Armstrong said this budget would present a 5% salary increase to the County 
employees. 

 
Setting the Tax Levy for FY03 
 
The Board of Supervisors agreed to set the tax levy at 85.78 mills as detailed and in 
accordance with Section 27-39-317 of the Mississippi Code.  Supervisor John Caldwell 
made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to adopt the millage 
sheet and set the millage at 85.78 mills for Fiscal Year 2003 in accordance with the 
guidelines set forth in the Mississippi Code.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote. 
 
Having no one appear before the Board of Supervisors to officially discuss the County 
Budget for 2003, Supervisor Eugene Thach made the motion and Supervisor Gerald Clifton 
seconded the motion to close the public hearing on the subject of the County Budget for the 
period beginning October 1, 2002 and ending September 30, 2003.  The motion passed by a 
unanimous vote. 

 
F. OLD BUSINESS 

 
1. Signal Analysis – Church & Tulane Intersection Improvements 
 

County Engineer Andy Swims said he presented two proposals for the signal warrant 
analysis at the intersection of Church Road and Tulane Road from Continental 
Engineering Inc. and one from Neel-Schaffer Engineers.  Mr. Swims said the Board took 
these proposals under advisement. 
 
Supervisor John Caldwell asked that the Consulting County Engineer Daniel Murphy 
work with them on this project.  Mr. Swims said he had spoken with Daniel Murphy and 
he stated that it would be 2 or 3 years for him to work this area. 
 
Mr. Swims said that there are funds available for this study through the Planning MPO 
funds.  Jim McDougal, Planning Commission Transportation Officer, said the MPO 
funds available from MDOT to do the studies on transportation problems in the County 
could be applied toward the Church and Tulane intersection.  Supervisor Eugene Thach 
asked how much money is available.  Mr. McDougal said $87,000 is available from 
MDOT to be used, but a portion of this money also goes toward his salary. 
 
Supervisor Tommy Lewis requested that they go through the proper channels to secure 
the money first before proceeding with the selection of the company to do the study.  
Mr. Swims said if they received the MPO funds, it would cover only 1/3 of the cost of 
the study.  Supervisor Jessie Medlin asked Mr. Swims to see if any money could be 
secured for the study be done on Church Road and Pleasant Hill Road. 
 
Supervisor John Caldwell made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the 
motion to allow Andy Swims and Jim McDougal to proceed and pursue funding for the 
signal warrant analysis intersection at Church Road and Tulane Road.  The motion 
passed by a unanimous vote.

d. Claims Docket 
Comptroller Joyce Riales and Stephanie Hanks, accounting clerk, presented the claims 
docket showing claims to be paid for various departments as of September 3, 2002, in 
the amount of $4,707,652.83.  
 
Supervisor Jessie Medlin asked if the supplemental docket was still planned for the end 
of the month instead of the 16th of September.  Ms. Riales said she would like to have 
the docket ready for a 25th. of September meeting. This would allow her time to clean up 
the accounts as much as possible before having to proceed with GASB for the next year. 
 Supervisor Medlin asked the Board Attorney if the Board with have to meet on the 16TH. 

  
Board Attorney Bobby Chamberlin said they would have to recess in the absence of a 
quorum if the Board did not meet on September 16.  Supervisor Medlin said it would be 
ok to meet on the 16th. and the 25th. 
 
Supervisor John Caldwell said that when the credit card is used for travel, the user needs 
to see a copy of the bill to verify their expenses.   
 
Supervisor Thach asked if we were on target with the jail renovation.  Mr. Armstrong 
said that September 15th is the date scheduled for completion.  Sheriff James Riley said 
that he has 159 prisoners in Tallahatchie County to be transported back to DeSoto 
County.  Supervisor Medlin asked how many trips are made to Tallahatchie County with 
prisoners.  Sheriff Riley said they travel twice a day.  Mr. Armstrong said he had just 
received the recent bill for prisoners from Tallahatchie County and asked to hold it until 
the next budget year.  Mr. Armstrong said the County has just paid a bill to Tallahatchie 
County for the months of March, April, May, June and we would still have the months 
of July, August and September to be paid.  Supervisor Thach said he would like for the 
County to pay these bills and not hold them over into the new budget year. 
 
Supervisor Medlin said the move has been made into the new DHS building and asked if 
the rent issue was being processed.  Bobby Chamberlin said they are working to get the 
rent implemented by the State.  Supervisor Medlin asked if the State would pay rent for 
back time.  Bobby Chamberlin said he would look at the time frame for payment. 
 
Supervisor John Caldwell asked about the expenses for the furniture for the Family & 
Children Services.  Vanessa Lynchard said these expenses would be reimbursed by the 
State according to Family & Children Services employee.  Supervisor Caldwell stated he 
has looked at the presented expenses the County has had in last month purchases and 
this is the best year that we have ever had in keeping it down. 
 
Supervisor Thach requested the County Administrator to pay the bill for prisoners in 
Tallahatchie in this year’s budget.   Mr. Armstrong said he would have this expense 
added to the September 25th docket. 
 
Comptroller Joyce Riales said the Accounting Department went to Booneville for a 
GASB training class, and there will be some changes made to the Circuit Court 
administrative accounts.  Ms. Riales said they were supposed to have the GASB training 
before going into the budget planning, but the State was not able to hold the classes prior 
to this happening.  Chancery Clerk Sluggo Davis said he noticed on the budget sheets 
the difference between the way the Circuit Clerk’s Administrator’s budget and the 
Chancery Clerk’s Administrator’s budget is set up.  Ms. Riales said the training helped 
to establish how the accounts are to be set up and these corrections would be made.

They are 
still in the beginning stages for development and they are requesting a 10 year 
tax exemption on real and personal property valued at $1,842,285.53.

c. Kreunen & Kreunen 
Mr. Dan Horvath, representative for Kreunen & Kreunen, appeared before the 
Board of Supervisors to request a 10 year tax exemption on real property 
valued at $3,167,500.  Mr. Horvath said the company has two buildings located 
on Ridgeway in Olive Branch and they own 18 acres of land for expansion.   
 
Supervisor Jessie Medlin asked how many employees they have.  Mr. Horvath 
said they have 12 employees in the building that is occupied.  Supervisor 
Caldwell asked if part of the exemption was on an empty building.  Mr. 
Horvath said the buildings are on one lot and they are for gross lease 
warehouse space. Mr. Horvath said that one building is full and they expect to 
loose the other building soon.

County Administrator David Armstrong said Commander Mark Blackson of the DeSoto 
County Sheriff’s Department has signed a sworn affidavit stating that the Computer 
Voice Stress Analyzer has been determined to be a sole source purchase from National 
Institute For Truth Verification based on the fact they were unable to locate anything 
that compares to this equipment.  Mr. Armstrong said this is new technology equipment 
and cost $12,234.  Purchasing Director Jeannine Ruby agreed she could not find an 
equivalent.  
 
Supervisor Eugene Thach asked if this equipment would be recognized by the courts.  
Bobby Chamberlin said no, this equipment is used for investigative research only.

8. Approval of Financing for Central Maintenance Equipment 
 

Purchasing Director Jeannine Ruby and Road Manager Russell Dorris appeared before 
the Board of Supervisors to request approval of financing for the Board approved 
equipment purchases for Central Maintenance.  Ms. Ruby said they sent information to 
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12 financial institutions for proposals.  Mr. Dorris said he would like to do a 5 year 
payment plan with a residual payment in the final year.  Ms. Ruby said the total amount 
for all of the equipment is $635,948.11 to be financed.  Mr. Dorris said at the end of the 
5th year, he would get the buy back option from the vendor of purchase. 
 
Supervisor Jessie Medlin said they are recommending to use Ashford Capital 
Corporation.  Supervisor Medlin asked if the equipment had been ordered.  Ms. Ruby 
said they were waiting to get the financing settled before ordering, and the vendors had 
accepted a letter of intent from the County to order the equipment and have said it would 
not be a problem to hold for financing.  Ms. Ruby said they would place the order in 
October according to the Comptrollers directions for GASB and all the equipment would 
be delivered by December.

I.   OTHER ISSUES 
  

1.Annual Tax Sales Report – Joey Treadway 
 

Tax Collector Joey Treadway appeared before the Board of Supervisors to report on the 
recent Annual Tax Sales.  Mr. Treadway said they auctioned 1923 property parcels 
which brought in $1.6 million with the excess over the taxes staying in the County 
general fund. Mr. Treadway said this excess would be $117,400, whereas last year it was 
$47,500.  Mr. Treadway said they don’t sell bankruptcies at these auctions.  Mr. 
Treadway said the collections are coming in good and that he would like to commend 
the Sheriff’s Department for the work they have done in the collection of 93% of the tax 
insolvency list.  Mr. Treadway said the mobile home tax issue is always harder to collect 
and it was the same this year.  Mr. Treadway said there were 106 bidders at this year’s 
auction and it was completed in 1 ½ days, whereas in other counties it took them 3 days. 
 Mr. Treadway said that it was a great job done with the computer assistance and he 
wanted the to commend his employees and the other County employees who were 
instrumental in helping with the tax sale this year.

2. MDOT Update – Andy Swims 
 
County Engineer Andy Swims said that he met with MDOT on Friday, August 30, 2002, 
to discuss the widening of Centerhill Road and a turn lane on both sides of the road at 
the Railroad crossing.  Mr. Swims said MDOT stated they are doing a study of this area 
and they would like for the County to talk with the property owners to get the right of 
way land donated to the County and then the County could give the right of way to 
MDOT. 
 
Supervisor Jessie Medlin said there are only two property owners at this location.  
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Supervisor Medlin asked Mr. Swims to get the information from MDOT on how much 
right of way is needed and he would talk with the property owners.  Supervisor John 
Caldwell said if the property owners don’t want to donate the right of way to let MDOT 
secure the property. 
 
Mr. Swims said MDOT does not know how much right of way property is needed at this 
time and that it would be a month before they would have this information.  They are 
considering lowering the speed limit in this area and the utility poles will need to be 
relocated if the widening of the road is done on both sides.  Mr. Swims said that at the 
Miller Road and Hwy 178 section, there might be an underground tank that will have to 
be removed. 
 
Supervisor Caldwell restated that if the property owners don’t want to donate their land 
then MDOT is responsible. 
 
Mr. Swims said on the Hwy 305 and Church Road project, MDOT has requested the 
County to do the full improvement and they will reimburse the County.  They said it 
would be 2006 or 2007 before anything would be done in this area, so they want the 
County to propose the improvements.  Supervisor Medlin said when he talked with 
Daniel Murphy that MDOT wanted a turn lane to Hwy 305 and that Pickering 
Engineering was doing the proposal for this requirement.  Supervisor Caldwell said a 
left and right turn lane would be needed in this area and asked if there would be a light 
there.  Mr. Swims said the County has asked for a light in this area. 
 
Mr. Swims said he asked MDOT about the overlay to Hwy 301 for the 6 tenths of mile 
and they said they would look at this. 
 

3. Morning Star Road & Church Road 
 

County Road Manager Russell Dorris said that Morning Star Road was left off the 
Official County map and register.  Mr. Dorris said the County has performed routine 
maintenance on this road and it was considered a public road.
