E.  OLD BUSINESS
F.  NEW BUSINESS
1.  Planning Commission – Emergency Conditional Use
Matt Hanks the DeSoto County Planner, notified the Board of Supervisors that a couple of weeks ago a home burned in Mallory Woods Subdivision at 2268 Ross Road.  He said the homeowner has requested to live in their garage until they rebuild their home.  Mr. Hanks said on Tuesday the Planning Commission delivered notices to the homeowners in Mallory Woods informing them that there would be a public meeting today to consider this request.  He said the homeowners that they talked to while passing out the notices did not raise any concerns about the request.  He said the subdivision covenant does not allow anyone to live in a garage, therefore a conditional use is necessary if this request is granted.
Supervisor Tommy Lewis asked how long the family wants to live in the garage.  Mr. Hanks said up to one year in order to tear down and rebuild.  

Board Attorney Tony Nowak said, no matter what the Board decides to do, the subdivision covenant will supersede any action the Board decides to take which acts outside the limits of the subdivision covenant.
Supervisor Jessie Medlin asked if the garage will be inspected and Mr. Hanks said yes.  Supervisor Tommy Lewis said, once the house is rebuilt, the owner must understand that the garage property cannot be rented.

Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Bill Russell seconded the motion to approve the recommendation for a conditional use at 2268 Ross Road for up to 12 months and no longer than 12 months, and because this order is not in line with the subdivision covenants, the other homeowners must approve the petition for the conditional use.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.
2.   Emergency Services




a. EMA – Approval to Amend Hazardous Mitigation Plan
Deputy Director of EMA Tim Curtis reminded the Board of Supervisors that the county adopted the Hazardous Mitigation Plan earlier in the spring.  He said we have since found out that we need to have a list in place of critical infrastructure.  He said critical infrastructure is defined as facilities that must be put in place within 48 hours of a disaster.

Supervisor Eugene Thach asked if the cities submitted a list.  Mr. Curtis said the cities submitted their lists to the county.  He said there is one Hazardous Mitigation Plan for the entire county and the cities are included under that plan.  Supervisor Allen Latimer said it is good to see the different jurisdictions in the county working together.  
Supervisor Jessie Medlin asked why private water associations are not included on the list.  Mr. Curtis said that governmental jurisdictions are included on the list.  He said they are critical to be back in service.

Supervisor Bill Russell asked if they need to be added to the list.  Mr. Curtis said those organizations can get their own grant money.  Mr. Curtis said he will add them to the list and provide a corrected list to the County Administrator’s office.

Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve adding the list to the Hazardous Mitigation Plan with the private water associations being added to the list.
Supervisor Tommy Lewis said part of the list seems to be adequate and part of the list seems to be short.  Mr. Curtis said that some of the information provided by the cities is on the list as it was turned in by the cities.  Mr. Curtis said he does not have anything from Hernando yet.  He said each jurisdiction was supposed to provide what was critical.  He said that some of the critical facilities are private and some are public.  Supervisor Lewis said that he see things on the list that are missing.
Supervisor Bill Russell said we need to find out what is covered with sewer and water and the list needs to be specific.  

Mr. Curtis said we need to go on and get the list amended with the plan so we can proceed with their application.

Supervisor Jessie Medlin withdrew his motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach withdrew his second to the motion.

Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Allen Latimer seconded the motion to accept the list provided and add private water associations and lift stations and other items that should be back on line within 48 hours of a disaster.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

b. Fire – Approval to Extend Burn Ban

Director of Emergency Services Bobby Storey said we have seen no relief regarding rain fall in the county.  He requested that the Board consider extending the ban on burning for an additional 14 days.  Mr. Storey said that the state has stopped agricultural burning in north Mississippi. 
Supervisor Allen Latimer made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve extending the burn ban in the unincorporated county for residential burning for an additional 14 days.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote. 
Matt Hanks, County Planner, said that the Planning Commission is receiving calls regarding fireworks sales.  He asked if the burn ban will affect the sale of fireworks.  Mr. Storey said the county has never put a limit on shooting fireworks in the county.  He said the county tries to explain not to shoot fireworks over an open field or a subdivision.  He said the county has never regulated the sale of fireworks.

Supervisor Tommy Lewis said his understanding was that the Board was being asked to extend the ban as it was put into place at the last Board meeting.  He asked exactly what Mr. Storey is asking to ban.

Mr. Storey said the Forestry Commission governs agricultural burning and DEQ handles commercial burning.  He said this time of year it rains in one spot and not in another.  He said we want the ban on burning in place for residential and commercial.  Mr. Storey said that his office works through DEQ for commercial burning permits.
Supervisor Bill Russell made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to rescind the previous motion extending the burn ban and to approve a burn ban in the unincorporated county including commercial and residential burning for 14 days.

The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

3.  District 5 Park Fund – Hernando Civic Center
Supervisor Tommy Lewis explained that the previous authorization for spending from the District 5 Park Fund for the Hernando Civic Center fell just short of accomplishing the goals for renovating the bathroom.  Supervisor Lewis requested authority to allocate the money from the District 5 Park Fund to complete the work.  
Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to approve spending $531.00 from the District 5 Park Fund for use of the Hernando Civic Center.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote. 
4.  Purchasing – Truck Bids – Bid File #07-103-001

Director of Purchasing Jeannine Ruby presented bids for trucks for the Tax Assessor’s office.  She said these trucks are not on the state contract and the state contract will not be available until October, 2007.  

Supervisor Bill Russell said last year we waited for the state contract.  Road Manager Russell Dorris said last year we bought 2007 models around this time of year.  He explained that we advertised bids this year because the state contracts will not be out in time for the vehicle program to go into place.

Supervisor Bill Russell said it looks like we are paying more for these trucks than we did before.  Mr. Dorris said this is a different specification.  He said this bid is $5,000 more than we paid for the 07 vehicles.  He reminded the Board that we were successful selling what we had last year and he wants to make sure we are continuing to make money on the vehicles.  
Supervisor Eugene Thach said the employees should come to the Board with a recommendation.  Mr. Dorris said he recommends taking the low bid for six or more half ton, crew cab vehicles.  

Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Allen Latimer seconded the motion to accept the low bid for the purchase of six half ton, crew cab, four door vehicles as specified in bid file # 07-103-001 from the low bidder of Harreld Chevrolet Co.  The motion passed by a vote as follows:

Mr. Dorris said the Chevrolet dealer has acknowledged they have $4,500 in bid assistance from General Motors that would apply to this purchase.  He said this is a good price for 2008 vehicles with a 100,000 mile warranty.  Mr. Dorris asked if we can buy off of this bid for one year.  Board Attorney Tony Nowak said no because we limited ourselves in the bid.

County Administrator Michael Garriga said if this bid is not good after today, we may need to re-advertise to buy vehicles for the Planning Commission.  Mr. Garriga suggested authorizing six or more vehicles in the award of the bid.  Mr. Nowak said you can authorize the purchase of vehicles anytime within the next 90 days.  He said once the award is given, no more vehicles can be awarded on that bid.  

The Board discussed whether the county has the authority to purchase vehicles for the Planning Commission on this bid and whether that was the best option.  

Supervisor Tommy Lewis asked how soon we have to authorize the bid.  Mr. Dorris said 60-90 days.  Mr. Dorris said delaying ordering the Tax Assessor’s trucks could jeopardize delivery in time for the sale of the current trucks.     See Exhibit F.4
Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to recess the meeting until 10:30 a.m.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

b. Transfer of Vehicle Title
Comptroller Tom Arnold presented a title for vehicle identification number 1FDSE30FXXHA89020 for a 1999 Ford Ambulance.  He said this is the ambulance we sold to replace the chassis.  He said the title has been transferred, but it is still in the county’s name because it was done incorrectly.  
At the recommendation of the Comptroller Tom Arnold, Supervisor Bill Russell made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to approve signing the title to the 1999 Ford Ambulance to the current owner Walter Archer.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.     See Exhibit F.5.b

c. Retirement Refund to former Employee

Comptroller Tom Arnold said that Jimmie Kate Edwards has unused leave from when she worked for the county as a court reporter.  He said the Public Employees Retirement System has notified the county that the lump sum leave payment of $5,308.80 reported to PERS will not be included for credit on the calculation of Ms. Edwards’ PERS benefits. 8.   Board Attorney
a. Stateline Road – Approval of MOU with Shelby County

At the recommendation of the Board Attorney, Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to make the agreement between Desoto County and Shelby County granting authority to do work on Stateline Road for the portions in Shelby County part of the minutes.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

b. Animal Control Ordinance

Board Attorney Tony Nowak said we made amendments to the Animal Control Ordinance based on comments we received at the public hearing.

Vanessa Lynchard said that she and Mr. Nowak, along with the Animal Control Director Larry Houston, reviewed the Ordinance as well as the comments.  She said there were two major changes to the Ordinance.  

The first one is for exotic animals.  Vanessa said the policy for exotic animals is very complicated and long so they recommended making it a separate policy.  She said you cannot generally categorize an exotic animal under the same guidelines as other animals especially when you are dealing with vicious animals.  She said the county needs a policy dealing with all aspects of exotic animals.

Vanessa said the second change deals with declaring an animal as vicious.  She said the ordinance states if an animal is declared vicious, after three years it can be declared non vicious if the owner presents proof that the animal is non aggressive and the animal has been re-trained and improved to meet the satisfaction of the Animal Control Director.  She said they recommend removing it from the ordinance, based on comments received.  She said if an owner keeps an animal that is declared vicious according to the rules of keeping a vicious animal, you will not know how an animal is going to respond because it has been kept in a certain degree of isolation.

Supervisor Bill Russell said if an animal is declared vicious it should be up to the owner to prove that the animal is no longer vicious.

Supervisor Jessie Medlin said he thinks once an animal is declared vicious, it should always be vicious.
Supervisor Eugene Thach said it is up to the owner to prove otherwise.

Supervisor Russell said if an owner wants to prove an animal is not vicious they can take us to court.  He said an owner can appeal a ruling at anytime.
Supervisor Tommy Lewis said he does not agree.

Mr. Nowak said they have the right to appeal the vicious animal designation to the Board and would have 10 days to appeal the decision of the Board to the court.
Supervisor Allen Latimer said most owners would not keep an animal that is declared vicious for three years.

Vanessa said the owner has 10 days to reclaim the animal and then they have the right to appeal.

Supervisor Medlin said if an animal is declared vicious most owners will appeal within 10 days.

Supervisor Russell said once the animal is declared vicious it should be left vicious forever.
Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to take the amended Animal Ordinance under advisement to allow the public time to view the changes.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

2.  Road Department – County Right of Way

Mr. Nowak asked if Southaven can begin renovations prior to December.  Mr. Nowak said they will need permission from the Board and the Public Improvement Corporation to do so.

4.  Woodland Lakes

Supervisor Allen Latimer thanked Board Attorney Tony Nowak for his invaluable counsel on this situation.  He also commended Emergency Services Director Bobby Storey, Director of Planning Jim McDougal, County Planner Matt Hanks and Code Enforcement Officer Ray Laughter on a job well done.
