E. Public Hearing – 9:00 a.m.

Supervisor Eugene Thach made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to open the Public Hearing for the CAP Loan Program for the DeSoto Tourism Building.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

Board Attorney Tony Nowak said part of the process for approval of the CAP Loan Program is to publish for a Public Hearing to make sure there are no objections from the public to the county’s participation in the CAP Loan Program.  He said the public should be invited to give their comments.
Supervisor Bill Russell asked if anyone was present to speak to the Board about the county’s participation in the CAP Loan Program.  No one came forward.
Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to make the publication advertising the Public Hearing for the CAP Loan Program part of the minutes and to authorize the Board President to sign the resolution in connection with the county’s participation in the CAP Loan Program.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.
Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Tommy Lewis seconded the motion to close the Public Hearing.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.     See Exhibit E
F. OLD BUSINESS
Laverne Road

Supervisor Allen Latimer explained that Hailey Hills Subdivision is east on Laverne Road.  He said an adjoining landowner made a driveway that connects Laverne Road and Russell Cove which both adjoin his property.  Supervisor Latimer said some of the citizens have asked if the current platted dead end of Laverne Road could be made into a cove.  
Board Attorney Tony Nowak said, if someone came in with an application to develop the property past Laverne Road, making the road into a cove could be an issue.  

Supervisor Bill Russell asked what the Board needs to do.  Road Manager Russell Dorris said we can mark the end of the road at Laverne Road with a sign indicating that is the end of the road.

Supervisor Bill Russell asked what it would accomplish to change Laverne Road to a cove.  Supervisor Latimer said the neighbors in the subdivision do not want people coming in and out.

The Board discussed if there was a way to accommodate the request of the landowners.  Supervisor Allen Latimer said, after the discussion, it sounds like the best thing to do is leave Laverne Road the way it is.     See Exhibit F

3.  Tax Exemptions – Infinite Building Products

Michael Sowers and Attorney Otis Tims appeared before the Board of Supervisors regarding a tax exemption for Infinite Building Products along with Jim Flanagan, the President and CEO of the DeSoto County Economic Development Council.  Mr. Sowers said Infinite Building Products purchased Owens Corning and retained the 80 employees.  He said since October, 2006, Infinite Building Products has increased that number of employees to 205.  He said they have purchased another $1 million plus in personal property and they are planning to grow in an industry that is currently declining.  He said they have positioned themselves for growth in Olive Branch, Mississippi and DeSoto County.  He said they are also talking to some employees from TREX.  He said when they purchased the assets from Owens Corning they could have purchased new assets.  He said they have asked for an exemption on the acquisition of the property for Owens Corning.
Attorney Otis Tims addressed the Board of Supervisors on the Tax Advisory Committee’s recommendation not to grant the tax exemption on real and personal property but to grant the Freeport exemption.  Mr. Tims said this is a plant that is in a shrinking industry in the United States.  He said they anticipate future growth.  He said Infinite Building Products was disappointed in the committee’s recommendation.  Mr. Tims said that he thinks the statute regarding the tax exemption was intended to cover acquisitions like this.  He said the Board is certainly allowed to grant the exemption under the statute.  He said the company is looking at expanding further.  Mr. Tims said that Jim Flanagan and his staff have been most helpful during this process.  Mr. Tims said, the letter from the Tax Advisory Committee, said that the company did not approach the Board and Committee before the purchase of the company was made.  He said that is true, but they could not come to the county before the acquisition because they were not allowed to discuss the acquisition because Owens Corning was going into bankruptcy. He said the acquisition was called Project Dove to maintain confidentiality. He said Infinite Building Products was not in a position to plead their case for the tax exemption before the acquisition was made.  He said Owens Corning had to complete this transaction before Owens Corning came out of the bankruptcy process.  He said the availability of the tax exemption was certainly part of Infinite Building Products’ position in purchasing the company.  

Mr. Flanagan said the Tax Advisory Committee clearly recognized the value that Infinite Building Products has brought to Desoto County.  He said their request was for real and personal property.  He said the committee looked at the personal property and the majority had been exempt in the past.  He said the new property did not meet the threshold requirements for obtaining a tax exemption.  He said there was no communication before the purchase regarding the tax exemption so the Tax Advisory Committee did not feel the tax exemption was an incentive for the company’s relocation.  He said in other confidential situations there is usually communication.  He said the Tax Advisory Committee does recommend continuing the Freeport exemption.

 Supervisor Bill Russell asked, in Mr. Flanagan’s opinion, if they had come to the Tax Advisory Board before the acquisition, how he thought the Tax Advisory Board would have responded to the request? 

Supervisor Allen Latimer asked if they had used all of their total personal property exemptions.  

Mr. Tims said the Tax Advisory Committee does not show any property still exempt but they think there is property that was never exempted.  He said they do not know if there is some property with life left.
Supervisor Eugene Thach said we give a ten year exemption and, when a company sells, there is no provision in state law that for the transfer of the property.

Board Attorney Tony Nowak said if this Board finds that Infinite Building Products is using a different process than Owens Corning then they can be determined to be a new enterprise and the exemption could be granted.

Supervisor Bill Russell asked if the Board has the ability to grant an exemption on the property that does not meet the threshold.  

Supervisor Thach said the Board has listened to the Tax Advisory Committee recommendations for a long time and have taken those recommendations and it would be setting a precedent to change.  

Supervisor Medlin said there could be some equipment that has not been exempt.  He said he would not be interested in exempting property that has already been through an exemption.

Supervisor Bill Russell asked if $160,000 of new property could be exempt next year.  Mr. Flanagan said that is possible.  Supervisor Russell agreed that he could not justify an additional exemption on the same property.

Supervisor Allen Latimer made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve the Freeport tax exemption for Infinite Building Products.

Supervisor Allen Latimer thanked Mr. Sowers for the benefits package for the employees of Infinite Building Products.     The motion passed by a unanimous vote.        See Exhibit G.3

4.    Solid Waste Management

a. Update on Solid Waste Annual Increase

Solid Waste Enforcement Officer Jim Bearden appeared before the Board of Supervisors to explain increases in the Desoto County Solid Waste contract.  He said the current disposal rate is $1.79 per yard and will increase 2.5% based on the approved price increase formula.  He said the new disposal rate will be $1.83 per yard effective October 1, 2007.  
Mr. Bearden said the current disposal rate of $16.77 will increase 2.3% based in the C.P.I.  He said the disposal rate will be $17.16 effective October 1, 2007.  

County Administrator Michael Garriga said the state of Tennessee surcharge of $1.20 per ton does not apply since this contract is a Mississippi contract.

Mr. Bearden said that the curb side collection rate will change per the contract and RFP in October with a new rate of $7.14 per unit, up $0.17 from the $6.97 per unit rate that is currently charged.

Mr. Bearden said that fuel increases have driven contract costs up.  He verified that the increases are all within the RFP price.

Supervisor Bill Russell made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to approve making the changes in the Solid Waste contract part of the minutes as further detailed in Exhibit G.4.a.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.     See Exhibit G.4.a

b. Approval of Household Hazardous Waste Day

Solid Waste Enforcement Officer Jim Bearden said the next Household Hazardous Waste Day will be at the Civic Center in Southaven.  He said they will take batteries this year.  He said E-Waste is already booming in the county.  He said the Household Hazardous Waste Day is recommended to take place on October 27th and we will take E-Waste, batteries, pesticides, herbicides etc.  

County Administrator Michael Garriga said that we have received a lot of positive feedback about the E-Waste collections.

Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve Household Hazardous Waste Day to take place on October 27, 2007 from 8:30 until 3:30 at the DeSoto Civic Center.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

5.  Grants

a. Solid Waste Assistance Grant for Household Hazardous Waste

At the recommendation of the Grants Administrator, Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to apply for and accept a Solid Waste Grant for the collection of household hazardous waste.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.     See Exhibit G.5.a

Grants Administrator Joyce Herring said an amendment to the Sigma Supply Grant has been approved and there is no increase in funds. At the recommendation of the Grants Administrator, Supervisor Bill Russell made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to make the change order for the Sigma Supply contract and grant part of the minutes as further detailed in Exhibit G.5.b. c. Approval for Board President to Sign Maintenance Agreement for Elliott 


Data Systems

At the recommendation of the Grants Administrator, Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Jessie Medlin seconded the motion to approve the renewal of the maintenance agreement with Elliott Data Systems for the identification system for badges in the county at $965 per year subject to the deletion of item number 15 on the agreement. d. Authorize Board Attorney to Draw Up by-Laws for LEPC

Grants Administrator Joyce Herring said the state is requiring the LEPC have by-laws and these by-laws are required in order to receive grant money.  
Board Attorney Tony Nowak said there are a number of changes that should be made in the agreement.

Supervisor Bill Russell asked from where this agreement was received.  Ms. Herring said that this is the proposed agreement from the state.  
Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Allen Latimer seconded the motion to hire the Smith Phillips Mitchell Scott and Nowak Law Firm to update the agreement and to authorize the Board President to sign the updated agreement to establish by-laws for the LEPC.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.     See Exhibit G.5.d

6.  Agreement Renewal – Boat Ramp at Bass Landing


Supervisor Bill Russell said the only issue with the boat ramp at Bass Landing is that it is in the wrong place.  He said the county is maintaining the dock for a longer period than necessary.  Road Manager Russell Dorris said that he heard there is no money for new construction at the state.  He reminded the Board that the county had made a request for a new landing earlier. Supervisor Bill Russell asked if we enter into this agreement, would it prevent us from getting any more money in the future for a new ramp.  Mr. Dorris said he does not think so.  

The Board discussed the county’s responsibility for maintenance in the area.

Supervisor Bill Russell said they maintain the ramp and the maintenance in the area around the ramp is responsibility of the county according to the proposed agreement.

Supervisor Eugene Thach made the motion and Supervisor Allen Latimer seconded the motion to approve and authorize the Board President to sign the cooperative agreement between Desoto County and the Board of Commissioners for the Yazoo-Mississippi Delta Levee Board and the Mississippi Department of Wildlife, Fisheries and Parks for maintenance of the Bass Landing boat ramp.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.     See Exhibit G.6

7.  Park Fund District 2 – Southaven and Olive Branch

Supervisor Eugene Thach made the motion and Supervisor Allen Latimer seconded the motion to authorize donations in the amount of $15,000 to the City of Southaven and $14,000 to the City of Olive Branch for their parks with the expenditure being allocated from the District 2 Park Fund. The motion passed by a unanimous vote.
8.  Public Use of County Buildings

County Administrator Michael Garriga said we have had some issues at the Senior Citizens Building in Southaven where the county allowed use of the building.  He said the policy says the event will be 8:00 to 5:00 unless otherwise approved by the Board.  Mr. Garriga said we recently rented the building for a birthday party and it got out of hand and law enforcement was called to maintain order at the party.  He asked if the Board wants to consider more requirements to use the building.
Supervisor Bill Russell asked if the Board can allow the County Administrator discretion for up to a $500 security deposit for use of the building.  Mr. Nowak said yes, that is already allowed in the current policy.  Mr. Nowak said we are sending the party who leased the building a bill for the damage to the building.
9.  Planning Commission 


a. Montrose Subdivision

Planning Director Jim McDougal discussed Montrose Subdivision with the Board of Supervisors.  He said Montrose Subdivision was platted and recorded as an R20 subdivision.  He said it was originally processed as an AR overlay.  There was discussion about the amount of the open space that would be required in the AR zone.  Therefore, the developer changed to R20 even though most of the lots are R30.  He said when the application was finally platted and recorded no lots were actually less than 30,000 square feet.  He said the issue of sidewalks in the subdivision has come up.  He said that sidewalks are required in R20 but not in R30.  He said in this instance only, he is recommending the Board look at this subdivision as an exception because no lots are less than 30,000 square feet.
Supervisor Tommy Lewis said all of the lots in the subdivision have a minimum of 100 feet of frontage except for the cove lots.

County Administrator Michael Garriga said he does not think the Board would be waiving anything to treat Montrose subdivision as an R30.

Supervisor Bill Russell asked if anyone in the audience wished to speak to the Board on this issue.  No one came forward.

At the recommendation of the Director of the Planning Commission, Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to accept the staff recommendation to waive sidewalks in Montrose Subdivision since the subdivision has met the requirements of an R30 subdivision.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

b. Olive Branch Utility Memo

Planning Director Jim McDougal said he received a copy of the memo from Olive Branch dated September 12, 2007, regarding issuance of building permits on county developments that are being serviced for utilities by the City of Olive Branch.  Mr. McDougal said that the memo indicates that the City of Olive Branch has had some problems with the county recording a subdivision before the city has approved the utilities in that subdivision.  He said City Engineer Steve Bigelow asked the Director of Utilities not to take any connection fees from anyone in a county subdivision until the office has a letter from the City Engineer’s Office stating that they have accepted utilities in that subdivision.  He said the memo indicated the purpose of the memo was to get the attention of the county so they will work with the city on the issue and to avoid customers from paying utilities that are not ready for service.  Mr. McDougal explained that the county’s process requires the developer to provide a letter showing who will service them with utilities before the subdivision is platted and recorded.  Before a building permit can be issued, the builder must provide a receipt showing he has paid his tap fee for the lot to that provider.  

Mr. McDougal said that he invited Mr. Bigelow to be at this meeting but Mr. Bigelow was not present.  Mr. McDougal explained that part of the county’s process after they plat and record is to make sure the builder has paid their tap fees before building on the lot. He said what is happening here is that Olive Branch is not going to allow the tap fees to be paid in certain circumstances.  Mr. McDougal said there is a time lapse between when the house is built and the time the sewer comes on line.  He said this puts pressure on the City of Olive Branch to furnish the sewer.  

Mr. McDougal explained that under the county’s guidelines if the city does not take utility connection fees the county cannot issue a building permit.  He said part of our policy is to provide water and sewer approval before we approve a subdivision.  We plat and record the subdivision, then check to make sure the tap fees are being paid to the provider.  

Mr. McDougal clarified that we are not issuing permits until we have proof of the tap fee.

Supervisor Jessie Medlin said when a provider sends us a letter that they will provide sewer and other utilities, that is what the county goes by.

The Board agreed that we cannot treat different cities in different ways and asked Mr. McDougal to continue the current process of requiring tap fee receipts before issuing a building permit.     See Exhibit G.9.b

10.  Board Attorney


a. Walls Sewer District – Agreement to Transfer Property

Board Attorney Tony Nowak said the Walls Sewer District is dissolving.  He said it has sold all its property to DCRUA.  He said DCRUA sold the property to the Town of Walls.  He said there are 20/30 easements on that property to the county.  He said the Town of Walls asked that we transfer the easements to the Town of Walls as soon as the Town of Walls pays the bonded indebtedness on the acquisition.
Supervisor Bill Russell made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve the agreement with the Town of Walls regarding 20/30 easements to Desoto County on property that was formerly within the Walls Sewer District.

OTHER

1.   Animal Services  – Approval of Late Bill to Participate in the Hernando Music and 













Heritage Festival 
Vanessa Lynchard explained to the Board of Supervisors that Animal Services would like to have the adoption trailer at the Hernando Music and Heritage Festival and in order to do so it will be necessary to pay a $40 entry fee.  The Board of Supervisors asked Vanessa to contact the Hernando Chamber of Commerce to make sure they are going to charge the county since the county sponsors the Hernando Music and Heritage Festival.

Supervisor Jessie Medlin made the motion and Supervisor Bill Russell seconded the motion to authorize the Clerk to write the check for $40 for participation of DeSoto County Animal Services in the Hernando Music and Heritage Festival, but instructed Vanessa Lynchard to verify the Chamber must charge for the event.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

2.   Utility Trailers – Requirements to Tag and Title

Supervisor Allen Latimer asked the Board Attorney for a report on his conversation with Mr. Smith from the Department of Public Safety regarding the requirement to tag and title utility trailers.  Mr. Nowak said that Mr. Smith said the state requires a tag and, as far as he knows, they have no plans to change that requirement.

Supervisor Latimer verified the requirement comes from the State Tax Commission.  Supervisor Latimer explained that Mr. Myracle’s interpretation and understanding from talking to Mr. Smith is that not all trailers require a tag and title.  Mr. Nowak said the Department of Public Safety interprets that differently according to his conversation with Mr. Smith.
Supervisor Latimer said, in the state of Mississippi, do you have to have the tag and title?  Mr. Nowak said that is correct.  Mr. Nowak further explained that the State of Mississippi allows registration in the absence of a title by including the name and social security number of the owner.

3.   Tax Collector – Tax Sale Report

Tax Collector Joey Treadway reported to the Board of Supervisors the final numbers from the August 2007, Tax Sale for delinquent 2006 taxes.  Mr. Treadway reported that there were 174 registered buyers and 2,334 parcels were sold.  Mr. Treadway said the total tax amount sold was $2,840,258.35.  The total interest was $198,818.08.  Printers fees were $7,002 and the county made $225,500 in excess bids which represented 7.9394% of the taxes due for a total tax sale amount of $3,271,578.43.  
Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve making the 2007 Tax Sale Report part of the minutes.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

4.   Tax Collector – Approval of Postage for New License Plates

Tax Collector Joey Treadway said starting October 1, Mississippi will have new license plates.  He said that these plates are often mailed out and state law says counties have to come up with a figure, as close as possible, to charge the taxpayer for the expense of the mail out.  Mr. Treadway said that his office has determined the cost to be $2.00 per plate.  He said the Board of Supervisors must approve charging an increase in fees to cover the cost of postage for the new plates.
Supervisor Tommy Lewis made the motion and Supervisor Eugene Thach seconded the motion to approve increasing the postage fee for license plates by $2.00 to cover the cost of mailing new tags.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.

Mr. Treadway explained to the Board of Supervisors that anyone who wants a new tag before October 1st will be unable to get that as the county cannot sell the new tag until October 1, 2007.

Supervisor Bill Russell made the motion and Supervisor Tommy Lewis seconded the motion to adjourn the meeting until October 1, 2007 at 9:00 a.m.  The motion passed by a unanimous vote.
